“Do It Again” by Brian Wilson (118 bpm) [CD: | Just Wasn’t Made For These
Times]

“Hana Hou” is pronounced “Ha-Na Ho” and means “do it again” in Hawaiian.

ROCK FORWARD, RECOVER, TRIPLE STEP BACK, ROCK BACK, RECOVER, RIGHT CHASSFE’
1-2  Rock forward on left, recover on right

3&4 Step back on left, step right beside left, step back on left

5-6  Rock back on right, recover on left

7&8 Step right on right, step left beside right, step right on right

ROCK FORWARD, RECOVER, LEFT CHASSE’, ROCK BACK, RECOVER, TRIPLE STEP
FORWARD

1-2  Rock forward on left, recover on right

3&4 Step left on left, step right beside left, step left on left

5-6  Rock back on right, recover on left

7&8 Step forward on right, step left beside right, step forward on right

1/8 PADDLE TURNS RIGHT (2X), CHARLESTON KICK FORWARD

1-4  Step forward on left, pivot 1/8 turn right, step forward on left, pivot 1/8 turn right
5-6  Step forward on left, kick right foot forward

7-8  Step back on right, point left toe back

ROCK FORWARD, RECOVER, TOE TAP, STEP BACK, TOE TAP, STEP BACK, ROCK BACK,
RECOVER

1-2  Rock forward on left, recover on right

3-4  Tap left toe behind right, step back on left

5-6  Tap right toe behind left, step back on right

7-8  Rock back on left, recover on right

REPEAT

RESTART: Thereis arestart on the 5th repetition of the dance. Dance through the 20th count (the
two paddle turns), then restart the dance with Count #1 (facing 3:00)
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
